	What should I do if I think my child may have a special educational need or disability?
	· Discuss concerns with Class Teacher and agree actions, a SEND pupil profile can be written to monitor progress made and interventions that have been put in place
· If still concerned discuss concerns with SENCo

· Contact Parent Partnership/ All details on Cheshire West and Chester Local Offer
· Ensure all referrals are in place e.g. Community Paediatrician, Speech and Language, Early Years Specialist Team, OT, SPOTSS, Outreach support etc.
· Ensure that your views and perspectives are taken into account.

	How will I know how St. Wilfrid’s Catholic Primary School supports my child? 
	· Parents will be contacted by the Class Teacher if there are any concerns about their child.
· A SEND Pupil Profile will be put in place by the school
· Assessments will be carried out

· External agency support may be sought eg; Autism Team, Speech and Language.
· Wellcomm screening in school.

	· Parents will be contacted by the Class Teacher and be informed that their child is receiving additional support to ensure expected progress is made.
· Parents will be kept up to date with the impact of these interventions

· Parents will be informed three times a year about my child’s progress (if they are on SEND Support List or SEND monitoring with a pupil profile) 


	· Parents will be contacted by the class teacher if concerns regarding social, emotional, behavioural difficulties are raised.
· A personalised Behaviour Plan will be put in place if necessary
· ELSA sessions may be offered to support the child

· Moderation of inclusive practice grids
· Family Liaison Officer
      Further specialist help may be 
      sought e.g.; CAMHS
	· Parents will be contacted by the Class Teacher if concerns regarding your child’s physical or sensory difficulties are identified.
· It will be very clear about what the school are putting in place to support the children’s needs.
· Referrals may be made to SPOTSS or OT

	How will the curriculum be matched to my child’s needs? 


	· Quality first teaching

· Flexible teaching arrangements eg Seating, pupil able to physically access lesson and move freely.

· Teacher aware of implications of sensory and physical impairment e.g. not covering mouth up to hearing impaired child, light implications for visually impaired and lip readers

· Availability of resources e.g. writing slopes, matt laminates, pencil grips, coloured over lays
· Advice will be followed from Occupational Therapy


	How will I know how my child is doing? 
	· For any child receiving SEND Support there will be an opportunity to receive information about your child once a term through the SEND Pupil Profile. 
· Parents will receive a SEND Pupil Profile once a term to outline the outcomes set for each child receiving SEND Support and identifying the ‘additional’ interventions that are being put in place.

· Parents will know if their child is ‘on track’ to make expected progress

	How will you help me to support my child’s learning?
	· Annual/Interim Reviews will be held for those children with an EHCP or top up funding.
· At termly Parents Evening teachers will share targets and suggest ways in which we can collaboratively work together to meet the needs of your child.

· Very strong and consistent communication with all parents of a SEND child.

	What support will there be for my child’s overall well-being? 
	· A Family Liaison Officer has been in place since September 2014 and it is her responsibility to ensure that the emotional, social needs of any child/family in the school are being met.

· The school offers a lunchtime club which children can access which works on building social, emotional skills and support.

· In some cases personalised reward systems/ incentives/ motovators will be put in place to ensure that ‘individualised’ rewards are in place.

· ELSA Therapy is offered to children to help support vulnerable children.

	What specialist services and expertise are available at or accessed by the school?


	· A trained HLTA to deliver Speech and Language Interventions to all children requiring additional support
· The speech and language therapists from Chatterjacks will access and create a care plan for your child.
· The specialist advice of a Speech and Language Therapist who works with children receiving an EHCP or top up funding.

· The expert knowledge and advice of the Autism Team

· The SENCo is the Lead professional for the school for the Autism Team.
	· The Senco can complete screening and testing to assess children

· Whole school staff are trained in using Numicon
· Regular training for staff to ensure there are SEND adjustments 
· Staff CPD and disseminating to other staff
	· Several staff are trained in Team TEACHH.
· Family Support Worker
· ELSA sessions delivered by 3 members of staff

· Many staff have received trauma training from Donna Davies
	· The SENCo has a close working relationship with Physiotherapists and Occupational Therapists based at Wharton Clinic.

· The school accesses the specialist services of the Autism team. 
· SPOTSS may provide sensory support.

	How will the school prepare and support my child when joining 
St. Wilfrid’s Catholic Primary School or transferring to a new school or post-16 provision?

	· If appropriate, an ‘Action for Inclusion’ meeting is held to ensure a smooth transition takes place from pre-school to school.
· The SENCo liaises closely with the establishment the child is transferring to or from. 
· The Senco visits the children in their nursery settings.

· Graduated entry if required
· Notes/information is shared between institutions/services/outside agencies to ensure the highest standard of provision is in place.

· SENCo works very closely with external professionals e.g. OT’s to ensure environment is fully prepared for child’s transition.

· SENCo ensures adequate training is transferred or information passed on to ensure children are fully supported.

· Additional transition time/ visits are accommodated.

	How the decision is made about how much/what support my child will receive?
	· The primary aim is to for child to access the curriculum as independently as possible and to develop key self- help strategies for learning/socialising.

· If a child is not making the expected progress the situation is reviewed and additional support considered.

· If a child is finding it difficult to behave appropriately then after observations/CPOMS/strategies then additional support is considered by all involved – parents/pupils/staff.

	How will I be involved in discussions about and planning for my child’s education?
	· If your child is not making expected progress then the class teacher will discuss concerns with parents after assessment week. (Assess/Plan/Do/Review)

· Additional (appropriate) interventions will be put in place to support your child

· These interventions will be reviewed and assessed with parents (Are they making a difference?)

· We may undertake additional assessment tests to identify any specific difficulties – parental permission will be required - (Assess/Plan/Do/Review)

· We may seek the advice and expertise of outside agency help. This will be discussed with parents.

· We may implement advice/strategies from external professionals. These actions will be reviewed and discussed with parents.

· If there is still significant concern regarding the progress/attainment/behaviour of your child then additional support may be requested from CWAC.
