illusion - that is the temptation that threatens us in many varied forms.” (Pope Benedict Xv1) To this
self-referencing, world-constructing temptation, Jesus posits a simple answer: not my will, but thine.
He has no personal agenda. He comes to manifest the love of the Father, and nothing else.
