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Charging/Letting Policy

Purpose

The aim of this policy is to set out what charges will be levied for activities, what remissions will be implemented and the circumstances under which voluntary contributions will be requested from parents.

The Governing Body of the School is responsible for determining the content of the policy and the Business Manager for implementation. Any determinations with respect to individual parents will be considered jointly by the Headteacher and the Business Manager.

The Governors acknowledge that they are bound by the legal provisions made under Sections 106 – 111 and 118 of the Education Reform Act.  Broadly speaking it allows for pupils to be charged, but no pupil should be barred from a visit because they cannot pay.  In theory, a whole visit could be cancelled if any pupils could not pay their cost.  Staff should consult the Business Manager for information that could assist a pupil’s ability to meet the costs.

Prohibition of Charges

The Governing Body of the school recognise that the legislation prohibits charges for the following:

· Education provided during school hours (including the supply of any materials, books, instruments or other equipment)

· Education provided outside school hours if it is part of the National Curriculum, or part of a syllabus for a prescribed public examination that the pupil is being prepared for at the school, or part of religious education

· Tuition for pupils learning to play musical instruments if the tuition is required as part of the National Curriculum or part of  the syllabus for a prescribed public examination that the pupil is being prepared for at school or part of religious education

· Entry for a prescribed public examination if the pupil has been prepared for it at the school

· Examination re-sit(s) if the pupil is being prepared for the re-sit(s) at the school

· Education provided on any trip that takes place during school hours

· Education provide on any trips that takes place outside school hours if it is part of the National Curriculum, or part of a syllabus for a prescribed public examination that the pupil is being prepared for at the school or part of religious education

· Supply teachers to cover the those teachers who are absent from school accompanying pupils on a residential trip

· Transporting registered pupils to or from school premises where the local education authority has a statutory obligation to provide transport

· Transporting registered pupils to other premises where the governing body or local education authority has arranged for pupils to be educated

· Transport that enables a pupil to meet an examination requirement when they have been prepared for that examination at the school

· Transport provided in connection with an educational trip

Charges

The Governing Body has agreed that charges will be made for the following:

a) Board and lodgings on residential visits
b) Costs associated with individual tuition in the playing of a musical instrument whether in or out of school hours (unless this is provided as part of the syllabus for prescribed public examination or is required by the National Curriculum

c) Activities which take place wholly or mainly outside school hours (as defined in the legislation) and which are not provided as part of the syllabus for a prescribed public examination and are not required in order to fulfil statutory duties relating to the national Curriculum or religious education

d) The cost of entering a pupil for public examination not prescribed in regulations and for preparing the pupil for such an examination outside school hours

e) Breakages and replacements as a result of damages caused wilfully or negligently by pupils

f) Lost school equipment, books etc  Parents will be expected to replace items or meet the full cost of replacement
g) Payment in full for private telephone calls and photocopying

h) School may make charges for resources such as cooking ingredients and  Design technology/craft materials when the children take home the finished product.

i) Foundation Stage 2 children are charged for their daily snack.
The Governing Board may, from time to time, amend the categories of activity for which a charge may be made. Nothing in this policy statement precludes the Governing Board from inviting parents to make a ‘voluntary contribution’ towards the cost of additional activities which take place in school time. Parents may be advised that the continuance of an activity may depend upon voluntary contributions, but once it has been decided to run such an activity no qualifying child will be excluded on the grounds of voluntary contributions. 

Remissions

Where the parents of a pupil are in receipt of Pupil Premium Funding, the Governing Board may offer to remit full or part of the cost of full board and lodging for any residential activity which is deemed to take place in school hours or where it forms part of the syllabus for the National Curriculum. The Governing Board may wish to remit in full or in part the cost of other activities for particular groups of parents, for example, in the case of family hardship. When arranging a chargeable activity such parents will be invited in confidence for the remission of charges in full or in part. Authorisation for such remission will be made by the Headteacher in consultation with the Chair of Governors. 

Refunds

 For all residential visits a proportion of the total cost of the visit is requested as a non-refundable deposit, this will be retained for administration costs in the event of a child not attending a visit. Refunds for visits will be made should a child not be able to attend a visit due to ill health, but parents will be required to submit a doctor’s note as proof of the condition. However, the non- refundable deposit will be retained for administrative purposes. In all other cases a refund will only be provided should the parent notify the school up to 4 weeks prior to the date of departure that their child no longer wishes to participate in the visit. This will enable the school to adjust the costing for the visit. Should tickets have been purchased for the visit which no refund can be gained then the cost of these will be deducted from the refund together with the initial deposit. Should a parent / carer notify the school that their child no longer wishes to attend a visit during the 4 weeks prior to departure, the school will only refund costs which can be reclaimed back and parents will be expected to pay for any costs incurred, the initial deposit will be retained to cover administration costs. 
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
